I conclude with the following words, pronounced by Pope Francis on the first World Day of 
the Poor, “Blessed, therefore, are the open hands that embrace the poor and help them: they 
are hands that bring hope.  Blessed are the hands that reach beyond every barrier of culture, 
religion and nationality, and pour the balm of consolation over the wounds of humanity.”
